GENERAL TERMS & CONDITIONS

1. The canteen shall be allotted strictly as per the latest guidelines issued by the

Department of Higher Education, Haryana.

2. The contractor / SHG should have adequate experience in catering for
approximately 650 students and 26 staff members on a daily basis, serving hot
and cold beverages, snacks, and tea, etc. The menu and approved rate list are
provided in the Bid Document. The contractor may be required to provide
catering services for meetings, seminars, programmes, and college functions
from time to time on a payment basis. Visitors and guests attending official
events in the College may also avail themselves of the canteen services.

3. Each bidder must enclose a Demand Draft (DD) of %5,000/- (Rupees Five
Thousand only) drawn in favour of The Principal, S.M. Govt. Girls College,
Safidon, payable locally. The EMD will be refunded to unsuccessful bidders after
finalization of the tender. No interest shall be paid on the EMD.

4. The tender is for running the college canteen for a period of one year from the
date of allotment.

5. The tender shall remain valid for at least three (3) calendar months from the
date of opening, for evaluation purposes. However, the rates quoted shall
remain firm throughout the one-year contract period.

6. The last date for receipt of the tender form in the office of the undersigned is
08.12.2025 up to 4:00 P.M. under all circumstances.

7. The tenders will be opened on 10.12.2025 at 2:00 PM. in the presence of the
applicants or their authorized representatives.

8. In case the college office remains closed on the scheduled date for submission
or opening of tenders, the same shall be carried out on the next working day at
the same time and venue.

9. Each bidder shall submit two separate sealed envelopes, marked as under,
enclosed within one large sealed envelope:

e Envelope A: Technical Bid (including all qualification documents and
EMD of X5,000/-).
« Envelope B: Financial Bid (quoting the monthly rent).
Only those bidders who qualify in the Technical Bid shall be considered
eligible for opening of the Financial Bid.
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10. The minimum base rate for the tender bid shall be X9,885/- (Rupeces Nine
Thousand Eight Hundred Eighty-Five only) per month. Any bid quoted below
this rate shall not be considered.

11.The quoted Bid Price must be written clearly in both figures and words, and it
must be in legible handwriting. Any overwriting/Cu or ambiguity will lead to
rejection of the bid.

12. Applications received after the due date and time shall not be considered or
entertained under any circumstances.

13. All applicants must produce original documents for verification at the time of
bid opening.

14.The tender form must be filled in legible handwriting or typed form. Any
cutting, overwriting, or ambiguity in language shall lead to rejection of the
tender bid.

15. The opening of all tender bids will be videographed to ensure transparency and
maintain an official record of the process.

16. The applicant is required to be present personally at the time of bid opening. In
case the applicant is unable to attend due to genuine reasons, an authorized
representative possessing a duly signed authority letter from the applicant must
be present.

17. The Principal reserves the right to amend or withdraw any of the terms and
conditions contained in the tender document or to reject any or all tenders
before or after opening, without giving any notice or assigning any reason. The
recommendations of the Committee and the decision of the Competent
Authority shall be final and binding in all respects and will be acceptable to all

tenderers.
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
